GreenComp identifies a set of
sustainability competences to feed into
education programmes to help learners
develop knowledge, skills and attitudes
that promote ways to think, plan and
act with empathy, responsibility, and

care for our planet and for public health

GreenComp comprises four interrelated competence
areas: „embodying sustainability values”, „embracing
complexity in sustainability”, „envisioning sustainable
futures” and „acting for sustainability”. Each area

comprises three competences that are interlinked and
equally important. GreenComp is designed to be a non-
prescriptive reference for learning schemes fostering

sustainability as a competence.

Malta, officially the Republic of Malta (in Maltese
